HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

The Apalachicola & Chattacoochee Rivers have been made navigable by the Corps of Engineers up to Columbus, GA (where
there is a confederate naval museum) by three locks and dams. These are as follows:

Jim Woodrift L & D, 82" x 450', 33' lift, 1957 at the Florida / Georgia border near Chattahoochee, FL
George W. Andrews (or Columbia) L & D, 82' x 450", 25' lift, 1963 near Columbia, AL
Walter F. George L & D, 82' x 450", 88' lift, 1963 at Fort Gaines, GA

All have recreational facilities and camping.

The Jim Woodrift L & D also backs navigable water up in the Flint River to Bainbridge, GA. The merger of the Flint with the
Chattacoochee forms the Apalachicola River.
