HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

The Chute a Blondeau Canal was the shortest and middle canal of three built by the Royal Staff Corps to improve navigation on
the Ottawa River between the Lake of the Two Mountains and the top of the Long Sault Rapids. Together, they improved
navigation up to Ottawa (Bytown) and the inlet to the Rideau Waterway. Together with the Rideau, they provided a militarily
protected route between Montreal and Kingston (on Lake Ontario). The Chute a Blondeau Canal bypassed the short 4' drop at
Chute a Blondeau, along the Quebec side of the river.

In 1857, a rock filled timber dam was built downstream at Carillon partially backflooding the rapids at Chute a Blondeau and
allowing downstream traffic to bypass the lock. In 1881, a higher dam was built at Carillon, further drowning the Chute a Blondeau
rapids and eliminating the use of the Chute a Blondeau Canal. The site was completely submerged in 1962 with the completion of
the Carillon power dam.
