HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Junction Canal was built by a private company to connect the Chemung Canal at EImira, NY with Pennsylvania's North
Branch Canal at the state line. It flowed the north bank of the Chumung River crossing Newtown Creek at the edge of Elmira near
that creek's mouth. Aerials show piers in the Creek at this point, maybe from an aqueduct.

"The size of the canal, according to a report to the Pennsylvania authorities in 1867, was sixty-five feet at waterline, twenty-six
feet at bottom, and four feet in depth, while there were eleven wooden locks of ninety by seventeen feet, having a total lockage of
seventy-two feet. The dimensions were given in a report of the company in 1869 as being seventy feet at water-line, twenty-six
feet at bottom, with a depth of four and a half feet. The canal was eighteen miles long, having five miles of slack-water navigation.
There were three dams and two aqueducts on the route." (From "History of the Canal System of the State of New York", Page 758,
