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HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:
Locks 1 - 5 were designed by Chief Engineer Sylvester Wench and built between 1836 and 1842 by the Commonwealth of
Kentucky. Locks 6 -14 were built by the federal government between the Civil War and WW 1. Locks 11-14 were closed by 2003
due to lack of funding. Locks 5 - 10 were closed in 2004. Locks 1 -4 are now operated by the Kentucky River Authority in the
summer season on weekends.
