HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

On the east side of the Pearl River in Mississippi, is the Mississippi Test facility Lock (110" x 675', 15 - 20' lift and a 7-1/2 mile
canal system designed to carry NASA's Apollo / Saturn V rocket boosters (and now space shuttle rockets) from the Gulf of Mexico
and lower Pearl River up to the various test stands. Now called the National Space Technology Laboratories (NSTL), the facility is
8 miles south of Picayune MS, via I-59 and SR 607. There are no regular facility tours, but they can be arranged by appointment.
