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HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

Florida's Oklawaha River (also spelled Ocklawaha) flows north from the Oklawaha Chain of Lakes (north of Orlando) to a junction
with the Silver River near Silver Spring. From the junction, the Oklawaha was the planned route of the Cross Florida Barge Canal
and flows east to the St. Johns River. The never used dam and lock at Eureka would have created a pool 20 miles upstream to
this river junction. But the gap in the dam allows river travel by smaller boats despite the incomplete dam. Upstream of the
junction, the river to the south is navigable to Lake Griffin through the use of Moss Bluff Lock and Dam (30' x 125') and the fifteen
mile long Kyle - Young Canal which is a straightening of the Oklawaha. The lock was rebuilt in 1971. The canal was built in the
1920's. The lock is shown as just southeast of the Route 464C bridge over the river in Moss BIuff, FL.
