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Orange State Canal Used for drainage & small boating
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HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

Canal was built by the Orange Canal & Transit Company to provide steamboat transportation from the lake and its orange groves
around Hernando and Floral City. The company was given the right to build dams and locks, but apparently didn't.

PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION:
The canal remains in use for drainage. It goes northeast from the lake then northwest before curving north to reach the
Withlacoochee River about where the river is crossed by SR 200. The only structure on the canal is a control structure on the first
northeastern leg where it is crossed by a nature trail.
