	sign: In 1849 the settlements of Tor Bay, Molasse (sic) Harbour, Larry’s River, White Head, Coal Harbour and Middle Settlement petitioned the Nova Scotia government for assistance in building a canal.  As the petitioners stated, “It is an Objective worth your attention; as it will be found to be for the benefit of the Public in General, Especially for all concerned in the Fisheries.”

There was no government money forthcoming, and so the people from Whitehead started on the eastern side and the people from Port Felix on the western side.  Digging out the “haul-over” by hand until they met in the middle, where a rocky ledge caused some hardship until finally removed by dynamite.  A drawbridge was originally built to allow ships to pass, but, the current fixed bridge restricts passage to small rowboats and sailboats that can lower their masts.
