	hist: The Pigeon Creek Feeder has the distinction of being an operational part of both the Central Canal and the Wabash & Erie Canal. When completed in 1839, it was put under the charge of a superintendent who was able to maintain sporadic navigation on the 19 mile level to Evansville in 1841 and possibly longer. The dam was rebuilt during 1848 - 9 and supplied water and periodic navigation on the Evansville level in 1852 and 1853 until the canal was completed.
	desc: No known description of this work has yet been found. It is known that it was made of wood and was probably only a little longer than the width of Pigeon Creek. It seems to have had stone head gates as there is mention during the canal's operation of stone being stolen. Until recently (1984), it was possible to still see wood which   must have made up the dam. But, I have been told that during 1983, dredging of Pigeon Creek, the spoil was piled up on the banks and covered the remains.
