	sign: The canal was constructed by the Chicago Sanitary District between 1907 and 1910 from the north branch of the Chicago River to Lake Michigan at Wilmette.  The canal allows sanitary and storm sewage outfalls to flow into the north Chicago River rather than Lake Michigan.  These flows can then be diverted down the Illinois River keeping Lake Michigan cleaner as a water source.  The project also created a small port on Lake Michigan at Wilmette.
  At Wilmette, a small concrete lock 13 feet deep was constructed below the Sheridan Road bridge.  This lock allowed boat access while controlling flows from and to Lake Michigan.  At some later time, the lock was converted to a sluice gate which is apparently opened at times to relieve flood pressures.
  The Chicago Canoe Guide says the canal is 7 feet deep for most of its length.  The canal becomes 8 feet deep from Jarvis to Albion, Devon to Granville, and Ardmore to Bryn Mawr.  After Foster, the canal becomes 9 feet deep, then 10 feet deep where it merges with the Chicago River North Branch.
